Important Information regarding WBSI Spring Recreation player registration and team formation:

Although “late registration” and “last chance registration” are offered, spots on teams cannot be guaranteed after the
normal registration period. Wait lists will be created for late-registering players.

Evaluations are mandatory for boys aged 8 and up and for girls from 2" grade and up.

Evaluations will be held on March 11™ at Woodland School. In the case of inclement weather, please call the WBSI Hotline
at 908-668-8242 for instructions on when make-up evaluations will be held.

All players must bring their glove for evaluations.

Teams will be formed in the week after evaluations. Minors leagues and older will form teams via drafts; younger leagues
will have teams set by league commissioners.

Requests for placement of children on specific teams with specific coaches or with specific other children cannot be
accommodated.

Requests to have children participate in WBSI Rec leagues outside of the player’s suggested level must be submitted in
writing, addressed to the league commissioner, at the time of registration. The league commissioner, at their discretion,
may require the player be evaluated by a committee chosen by WBSI. League commissioner must approve final placement
to the WBSI Rec league.

All players will receive a team hat, socks, and shirt. Players are required to wear gray baseball pants, and safety helmets are
required.

Please note that some Spring travel teams are run by independent coaches, not by WBSI. Information about WBSI Spring
travel teams should be published on the WBSI Web site when it becomes available. Summer All Star teams are run by
WBSI, and details including tryout dates will also be published on the WBSI Web site early in the Spring season.
